In August we started  a number of projects that enhance 
the trail experience. We have painted 8 kiosks and one 
had a blue ceiling. Numerous signs were also clear 
coated and Al Gilson did some rock repair at Bell Rock 
Pathway . The kiosks are Thunder Mt., Little Elf, 
Adante , Carroll Canyon (2), Huckaby (2) and Bell 
Rock Pathway. Al Gilson again led us on a redecking  
of the bridge near Little Horse on the Pathway. In one 
day 11 of us removed the old deck and trucked it off to 
the dump in Camp Verde. Then we attached the new red-
wood deck with bolts since screws over time seem to 
work loose. A follow up visit applied a clear coat protec-
tive finish and we realigned a fence near the Litttle Horse 
T/H to allow emergency vehicle access. In all we gener-
ated almost 120 hours on this project. 

We removed 19 trees in total from AZ Cypress, Sterling 
Pass, North Wilson, Munds Wagon, and Cookstove. 
Between Devils Bridge and North Wilson.  T he crew 
cleaned out 53 drainages added new steps improved the 
tread and removed graffitti. The removal of graffitti was a 
special project to address 2 areas. They were Scheur-
man Mt. and Mitten Ridge . Eleven members removed 
30 painted marks in 64 hours of very tedious work. Bob 
Shuman has been pivital in tracking down and removing 
the painted 3 foot hearts with letters within and led one of 
the teams. A new member Mike Haboush led us to Mit-
ten Ridge which was a challenging hike for folks that have 
high anxiety.          

Another special project occurred at Beaver Creek where a

The 
danger was the freezing temperatures could damage the 
inflatable. The Fire Crew were making preparations for a 
prescribed burn of 7000 acres and were not available. In 
all we put in over 76 hours on this day. 

Casner Canyon brushing was finished with help from 
new member Dale Webber . Huckaby  near Midgley and a 
portion of South Wilson  were also brushed with tread 
improvements locally and some drainage cleaning.

The summer brought many changes with the Peaks, 
Verde and Red Rock districts stock.  The Peaks horse 
Brownie, our tall brown-nosed gelding, did not pass the 
annual veterinarian’s exam to continue the physically de-
manding job of a Forest Service horse.  Jenny, Brownie’s 
little mule friend, was visibly slowing due to arthritic 
knees.  It was time to find a forever home for these two 
faithful friends. But how?  With the economy as it is, 
horses have lost much of their value and many, many 
people simply not able to afford to feed them any longer.  
As a result, many sound equines are going to welfare 
sanctuaries throughout the state. Wrangler Collis Lovely  
spent time on the telephone and finally sent a letter to 
Circle L Ranch in Prescott Valley, beseeching them to 
take these FS equines “who have served our country for 
many, many years.”  Circle L, made an exception and 
took on the care of two more equines.  Collis, Cat 
Sampson, USFS, and I visited Brownie and Jenny in their 
new home, and they are quite content with their surround-
ings and their many new friends. 

A month later the Verde District made plans to release 
Cliff from government service and plans were made to 
deliver Cliff to the auction in Prescott. Again, the current 
economy rendered this directive unacceptable.  I started 
making calls and one of the first people with whom I 
spoke said that although they did not have room for Cliff, 
she had far-reaching  connections and if I would send her 
an e-mail telling her all about Cliff, she would send it out 
over her network of equine sanctuaries.  I was thrilled 
when an opportunity was presented.  If I could get Cliff to 

when an opportunity was presented.  If I could get Cliff to 
Havenwalk Ranch in Sonoita, AZ, Cliff could “attend” a 
few manners’ training courses and then go to a real 
home.  Cliff loves to be ridden so a forever-sanctuary was 
not a kind option for him.  Cat Sampson and I made the 
two day trip and trailered Cliff to Sonoita.  Sonoita is 
about ten miles from the Mexican border. 

When Fire allowed us to move all of their PT equipment 
from the hay storage area to the Red Rock Station where 
it is more accessible for them, an area to store hay and 
pellets was available in the barn.  Under the enthusiastic 
guidance of Robert Garcia, USFS , Milt Moore, Mike 
Ward, Diane and Butch Greathouse, Jeff Upshaw, Al 
Gilson, Lee Hendrickson, Dean Campbell and I tackled 
the job of restoring the corral end of the barn to its original 
intent: horses!  Who would have thought that under an 
area filled with inoperable lawn mowers, saws, dirt bikes, 
lumber, hoses, tires and other “junk” was a covered four-
stall feeding area with mangers and grain feeders.  Shov-
els, wheelbarrows, rakes, weed-whackers and a lot of 
muscle were employed to clear the area of years of de-
bris.  A concrete floor that no one knew existed was un-
covered.  AL Gilson’s expertise and know-how moved 
fences and gates to improve the usability of our newly 
discovered barn area.  You have no idea what enormous 
pleasure it brings to the Wranglers to finally be utilizing 
the barn for the care of the horses!  As it happened our 
work days corresponded with the Red Rock district clean-
up day at Beaver Creek.  Immense piles of wood were 
burned and mounds of metal and plastic were hauled 
away.    The historic Beaver Creek Ranger Station is 
again a place where one can reflect upon the rich and 
colorful history of the Forest Service in the Verde Valley.
